WHEW!   I’m Glad it’s August and many of our projects are in the history books.  Since my last report I worked a couple of weeks at my home church on a kitchen remodel. I took the week of the 4th off to spend some time with my parents and got a little fishing time in too.   Then I met up with the Carney’s to work in Hayward.  Their building needed some sprucing up and some wood repairs around the outside.   We washed, scraped, and repaired dry rot around the building and then gave it a new coat of paint.  I think it turned out pretty good but we did have to suffer with the weather while there.  It must have gotten as hot as 75 degrees during the day (  I then took my truck to Redding to get repaired and then on to Sheridan where we have been working on bringing the building up to current codes.  It’s an older building that had been a church but then was purchased and converted to residential home, but the Bear Creek MBC purchased it and are converting it back to a church. The county here is requiring them to bring the building to current codes, which is costly.  Please keep the church here in your prayers as the upgrades are costly and finances short.
Needs:

The financial support that we receive has been a huge blessing and without it our ministry wouldn’t exist.  I first want to thank all of you for your support.  Our support has been good this past year and we’ve been doing better than last year despite our churches facing harder times.  Last year at this time we were about 15k in the whole from travel expenses, as of now I would only be behind about 5k if we hadn’t had so many problems with our truck this year.  But in January the truck started giving me problems and is currently in the shop getting the head gaskets replaced.  Since January we’ve spent about 6k on the truck and the current bill will come to 5k bringing a total of 11k spent on the truck this year alone which I’ve had to put on our credit card because we are behind already on travel expenses.   I hate being is this position but also understand that God knows this need and has already prepared a way to pay it.  This has been one of the busiest years that I’ve ever had with 2 overseas projects and 9 churches at home so far this year and 9 more to go to finish out the year. We are going from one church to the next getting a lot done and hopefully being a blessing as we go.   I covet your prayers for this need and thank you for all the help that you’ve already been.
